Shows a
distinctive red pigment on the grain at maturity.

Due to its very good cob ripeness Ballade finishes better
than many group 8-9 maturity varieties like Kougar and
Ixxes.

216,000 Mj/ha of ME yield, out performing most group 8-9
maturity varieties.

Very good starch yields from very good cob ripeness.

Good strong plant with semi-erect leaves. Lots of leaf bulk.

Slightly green plant at harvest increasing plant digestibility and
silage quality.

Sow at 42,500 seeds per acre  105,000 seeds per hectare

Out yielding the majority of groups 8-9 maturity varieties.
Consistent yields over all sites.
